We wanted to share with you the gratitude of the people of the village of Mabaae which is
located about a 2 hour drive north of Ft. Portal. Pastor Francis Xavier Kusemererwa is shepherding
the flock of new believers. You see thisis a church plant from Pastor Sam’'s New Life Presbyterian
Church in Ft. Portal; in fact Pastor Francis was a deacon at New Life when we first visited in
1995. When we heard of the plight of many of the people in the village the Lord moved in the hearts
of some of His servants to meet the water shortage challenge. Here are the words of Pastor Francis:
“We are hit by the drought. It is now almost four weeks (as of March) of severe drought, one of the
worst. And this caused a water shortage in Mabaale and surrounding areas. In Kibaale District, for
example only 10% of the population has access to clean water. Every morning people mostly women
are traveling miles and miles to get water from the river streams. However, we strongly believe that
this water project will contain the water shortage around our Church premises. We have been meet-
ing with our local leaders, they are thinking to join in their hands and construct a water flow gravity
scheme to serve about 2,000 households in Mabaale. And we are committed and planning to build
water tap stands and reservoir tanks around our Church premises. Our Church water committee has
applied to the District water committee for permission, and all the applications are already submitted
at the District. And we are now waiting for the reply. We like thinking about how we have a unity in
the Spirit all the way from USA to Uganda, Mabaale and Ft. Portal. All our hearts and everyone
here are grateful and continuing to appreciating you and all who gave towards this project.”

Pastor Francis is also finishing
his degreed Bible Studies in Kam-
paa He finishes this fal, God will-
ing! Pastor Francis and his wife Topi
have and care for atotal of 12 children.
Pastor Francis speaks about his church:
“In our church last month we received
16 other official new members and bap-
tized 41. Also, we started another home
cell group Bible study at a nearby Po-
lice Post. And now we have extended
the gospel to the armed forces in their
barracks. It is very interesting to be in
touch with these few brothers who love
the Lord and please pray for the enthu-
siasmto continue!”
