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Dear Brothers & Sistersin Christ:

Asyou may or may not know we are preparing for our next trip to
Ugandain July. As part of the trip Barbaraand | are going to re-
new our marriage vows for our 40" Wedding Anniversary hoping
to encourage other Uganda couples to marry.

Since many of you are faithful supporters of the Good Sa-
maritan Project you may not all know our personal story, so
we thought we would give you a birds-eye summary of the
adventure the Lord has given the Johnson’s.

Y ou see we never accepted Jesus as our Lord and Savior until we were 42 years old and that was
after we had moved to Floridain 1987. The Lord brought us to Grace Presbyterian Church where He has
directed our steps now for 20 years. Of most significance was our short term mission trip to Uganda in
July 1995, now twelve years ago.

We worked with Pastor Sam Kasule and his wife Zoe in Ft. Portal and discovered through this trip
the plight of the many helpless orphans, we saw the hopelessness, misery, disease and yes, the Aids prob-
lem in their poverty. So we returned home only to ask this simple question, “What could we do,
Lord?” So we wrote to Pastor Sam and asked him how we could help? Well, Pastor Sam promptly
(actually 6 weeks, letters only back then) sent us a document called, The Good Samaritan Sponsorship Pro-
ject, which was a project that would enable Uganda children to be supported in payment of school feesin
order to enable them to attend school. So thus began a new chapter in the lives of these seasoned lifetime
accountants. Pastor Sam immediately sent us the pictures and backgrounds of 31 children and by May of
1996 the project was launched in earnest. We committed this ministry to the Lord in telling him we would
do whatever would be required administratively so all of the monies collected would go to the support of
the children, which is how it stands today.



Then through a series of events we both were removed from our jobs as full time accountants and
by July of 1998 we were promoting the Good Samaritan full time under the auspices of Harvest Interna-
tional. Our lives were changed, our mission clear and our calling immediately before us. It became even
more solidified when while attending a marriage retreat in the fall of the same year we were challenged to
adopt a Biblical life verse. Without doubt it became James 1:27: “Religion that God our Father accepts as
pure and faultless is this: to look after orphans and widows in their distress and keep oneself from being
polluted by the world.”

Not only are there currently 166 students in the project having their school fees paid but through the
project the following are al so being accomplished:

God has continued to bless us with 100% of support towards children’s education.

Five have graduated from the University; two more will graduate this year; two more will still
be studying; seven will start in 2008, if al goeswell with their grades; and three are doing
seminary extended studies.

Five are Professiona Teachers; two are currently attending Teachers College

Eleven have graduated & four are attending vocational schools such as: Agricultural, Com
puter, Catering, Auto Mechanics, Tailoring, Electrical, Welding, Carpentry, Secretarial and
Truck Driving.

Assistance has been given the Hope Primary School through Boy Scout Troop #113, Weirs-
dale, FL; Boy Scout Troop #113 organized; water & electricity projects to the school, church
and village of Busoro; advanced education for some of the teachers of the school.

Advisory Committee established to monitor students studies, discipline and advice as needed.
Lunch and medical programs for all the students (two currently on Aids medication).

Annua Christmas party for al the students and parents/guardians.

Women's ministry to assist young girls of the project with female advice & needs.
Assistance for repair of orphan and widows homes and food as needed.

Assistance of start-up of Home church in Kiko Tea plantation.

Remand Home for delinquent children assistance; Gospel, Bible distribution and supplies.

In al of our joy there has been heartache with five children of the program dying from Aids, malaria
and other aiments. There also have been numerous children who have run away, been dismissed for
behavioral problems or failed academically from the project.

Please pray for the Lord to bring many couples forward to marry on Saturday, July 21 during our re-
newing of wedding vows. Those couples who have been hesitating to marry for various reasons but
need to be in standing in holy righteousness before our Lord! All for His Glory forever!
