To maximize the number of different families who can attend and
to ensure small groups that can socially distance during the town hall, we ask that you limit your
attendance to one representative from your family unit.  Every individual attending must submit
a registration so that all names are included on the access list.  Registration must be received
no later than Wednesday, July 22 at 12:00pm.  On the day of the event, please remember to
bring your U.S. passport or other U.S. government-issued identification.
